7" day after school recesses until 6:00pm the evening prior to
school resuming after Christmas Break.
Child(ren’s) Birthday-if the birthday falls on a weekday MOTHER FATHER
(Monday-Friday), parenting time shall be from pick-up at
school (if no school, 4:00pm to 8:00pm) and if the birthday
falls on a weekend (Saturday or Sunday), parenting time shall
be from noon to 8:00pm
Spring Break-begins at 6:00pm the day school recesses and FATHER MOTHER

ends at 6:00pm the day before school resumes

Holiday parenting time takes precedence over all other parenting time. Parenting time for the

child(ren)’s birthday(s) takes precedence over regular parenting time. When holiday or

birthday parenting time interrupts regular parenting time, regular parenting time shall resume
on the previous rotation as if the interruption never occurred.
